The Readings for the Seventh Sunday of Easter

Acts 1. 15-17,21 -26 Read by Mike Bull

In those days Peter stood up among the believers (together the crowd numbered about one
hundred and twenty people) and said, ‘Friends, the scripture had to be fulfilled, which the Holy
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Spirit through David foretold concerning Judas, who became a guide for those who arrested
Jesus — for he was numbered among us and was allotted his share in this ministry.’

So one of the men who have accompanied us throughout the time that the Lord Jesus went in
and out among us, beginning from the baptism of John until the day when he was taken up
from us—one of these must become a witness with us to his resurrection.” So they proposed
two, Joseph called Barsabbas, who was also known as Justus, and Matthias. Then they prayed
and said, ‘Lord, you know everyone’s heart. Show us which one of these two you have chosen
to take the place in this ministry and apostleship from which Judas turned aside to go to his
own place.’” And they cast lots for them, and the lot fell on Matthias; and he was added to the
eleven apostles.

The Gospel John 17.6 - 19

‘l have made your name known to those whom you gave me from the world. They were
yours, and you gave them to me, and they have kept your word. Now they know that
everything you have given me is from you; for the words that you gave to me | have given to
them, and they have received them and know in truth that | came from you; and they have
believed that you sent me. | am asking on their behalf; | am not asking on behalf of the world,
but on behalf of those whom you gave me, because they are yours. All mine are yours, and
yours are mine; and | have been glorified in them. And now | am no longer in the world, but
they are in the world, and | am coming to you. Holy Father, protect them in your name that
you have given me, so that they may be one, as we are one. While | was with them, |
protected them in your name that you have given me. | guarded them, and not one of them
was lost except the one destined to be lost, so that the scripture might be fulfilled. But now |
am coming to you, and | speak these things in the world so that they may have my joy made
complete in themselves. | have given them your word, and the world has hated them because
they do not belong to the world, just as | do not belong to the world. | am not asking you to
take them out of the world, but | ask you to protect them from the evil one. They do not
belong to the world, just as | do not belong to the world. Sanctify them in the truth; your
word is truth. As you have sent me into the world, so | have sent them into the world. And
for their sakes | sanctify myself, so that they also may be sanctified in truth.

GAIA AT THE CATHEDRAL Gaiais a touring artwork by UK artist Luke
Jerram, which will be open to the public in Leicester Cathedral from next Monday
| 7" May to the 6™ June.

Measuring seven metres in diameter, Gaia features detailed imagery of the Earth’s
surface, compiled from NASA’s Visible Earth series. The artwork provides the
opportunity to see our planet on this scale, floating in three-dimensions. In2018
and 2019 the cathedral hosted the artist’s ‘Museum of the Moon’ installation and is
now to be followed by his planet Earth version.

Each day there will be opportunity for people to visit and to engage, drawing our
attention to the wonder of creation and of our need to address our eco- crisis.
There will be a series of events with their inspiration drawn from every continent
of the world.
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A specially made surround sound composition by BAFTA award-winning
composer Dan Jones is played alongside the sculpture.

The line — which is available 24 hours a day on 0800 804 8044 —
has been set up particularly with those unable to join online church services during
the period of restrictions in mind. This is a Freephone number.

Options available include materials also available digitally by the Church of
England’s Communications team such as Prayer during the Day and Night Prayer
updated daily, from Common Worship, and a recording of the Church of England
weekly national online service. A section called Hymn Line offers callers a
selection of hymns, updated daily. An option entitled ‘Hymns We Love’, provides
an increasing range of hymns and reflections on them. More options have been
added.
